Rules

1.1
The event will be governed by the ISAF RRS 2005-2008

Sailing Instructions
1.5
Racing Rules 14, 44, 60 will be changed as follows: -

Rule 14 – All boats shall avoid contact.  Penalty will be applied to all boats that make contact causing damage or injury irrespective of right of way.
Rule 44 – Refer to Section 9 of this Notice of Race.


Rule 60 - Part 5, Section A, Rule 60.  The right to protest, redress and hearing can be withdrawn for any individual protest or for the whole regatta at any time and for any reason by the OOD.  The reason for withdrawal of Rule 60 need not be given by the OOD.  The final position of the yachts in the race that the protest was made shall stand in the event that OOD exercises this right.

Advertising and Sponsorship

Advertising and sponsorship will only be allowed if approved by the Regatta Organising Committee.  Early notification providing all appropriate details of advertising and sponsorship shall be made in writing to the Regatta Committee.

Eligibility and Entry

3.1
Entry is open only to members of PDORC, their guests and Invited Guest Teams.
3.2
All entrants for racing shall be a member of a team.  A team shall consist of a minimum of 3 helms and 3 crew.

Eligible Teams may enter by completing the attached form, in Appendix 1, and sending it to the OOD, Alastair Currie, by Email, no later than lunch time on the 15th April
3.4
The Regatta is open to Hobbie 16 and Laser 2000 class yachts.  However any class of yacht that has a recognised rating, provided that more than 2 yachts are entered can race with the prior permission of the Regatta Committee.  Exceptions may be allowed subject to prior approval by the regatta committee
3.5
Teams will be allocated a yacht form the Club fleet

Any team member under the age of 18 year must have their Parent or Legal Guardian sign the “Hold Harmless Disclaimer” in Appendix 2.
3.7
All persons shall the sign the “Hold Harmless Disclaimer” in Appendix 2 prior to racing.  There are no exceptions.

7.0
The Venue

All Racing will take place at PDORC, Ras Al Hamra, Muscat, Oman.  Racing will be conducted over the 2 days.   The Racing Area will be in close proximity to and generally to the North of RAHBC, just clear of the bay.  The round the Island race will be from RAHBC and around 
8.0
Courses

8.1
Races will be started from the beach in a designated order.
8.2
Apart from the Round the Island Race, the course shape will be a triangle consisting of a beat to windward, a reach, a run, with the start and finish legs being sailed as appropriate.

8.3
Course options available for sailing will be detailed in the Sailing Instructions and posted on the Race Notice Board
8.4
The courses, apart from the Round The Island race will be set to give approximately a 45 minute race
8.5
Start and Finish Sequence

8.5.1
The start will be a shallow water start with 30 seconds between each boat.

8.5.2
For the first race only on day one, the start order will be, guest boats (order by Draw at the Team captains Brief), then PDORC Club Teams in reverse ranked order i.e. lowest ranked team will start first after the guest boats.  The ranking for the Club teams will the ranking after the February race.
8.5.3 All other races, including the Round The Island Race and the start of day 2, will be started in reverse sequence of the preceding race team's position i.e. last in first out

8.5.4
A boat shall finish when she passes through a gate determined by 2 buoys in transit 
with the Boat Park Bridge OOD station.

8.5.5
As boats finish the team is responsible for placing the boat onto the start line in order.  This order will be defined in the Sailing Instructions.  The turn around time between the last boat finishing and then starting first, in the next race, will be minimised.
8.5.6
Between the finish line and the start line boats shall be governed by Part 2, Section A Rules.  However, collision between boats after they finish and on their way to the start line shall be penalised according to Section 9.4 of This Notice Of Race
9.0
Penalty System

9.1
The Penalty System in Rule 42.2 will apply i.e. The 2 Turns Penalty
9.2 For the Hobie 16 class, Rules 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including 1 tack and 1 Gybe, is required.

9.3 Boats that infringe Rule 14 as amended by the Notice of Race, shall be disqualified from that race.  Disqualification shall be applied to all boats that have made contact, irrespective of right of way.  However, redress may be granted for extenuating circumstances e.g. a boat that had lost steerage due to equipment failure and was subsequently involved in a collision.
9.4 A team that does not show up for OOD Duties or Rescue Boat Duties shall be penalised 2 extra points onto the score for the race underway that the infringement is detected.  Team members on duty to assist the OOD shall go to the OOD table at the Boat Park Bridge and wait.
9.5 A team that does not place their boat in the correct start slot after finishing a race shall be penalised 2 extra points onto the score of the previous race.
